Competitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of USDAA rules
and regulations as amended March 30, 2007 including, but not limited to, the following rules regarding
entry:
o This test is open to all dogs over eighteen months of age, including purebred and mixed

breeds, except bitches in season, dogs suffering from any deformity, injury or illness which

may affect the dogs' physical or mental performance, or dogs exhibiting signs of aggression.
o All dogs must be registered with USDAA in order to compete in this event. A Registration

form is included and registration may be made concurrently with entry. To receive a

registration number immediately FOR A REDUCED FEE and a height card prior to the

show, go online to www.usdaa.com, General Information, Dog Registration.
o No leads, collars, food, toys or other aids or devices shall be permitted on the course at any

time.
o Safety shall always be of foremost consideration in actions and conduct by handlers at all

times.
o Dogs must remain on leash at all times, except when competing in the ring.
In Addition:
o THERE SHALL BE NO REFUNDS for entries withdrawn after the closing date or in the
event a dog and/or handler is absent, disqualified, excused by veterinarian or judges, or
barred from competition by action of the Event Committee. In addition, no entry fees will be
refunded if the test cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil disturbances, fire,
an act of God, public emergency, act of a public enemy, strike or any other cause beyond
the control of the club. However, refunds will be granted for bitches in season minus a $5
charge, if a Veterinarian’s statement is provided by October 3, 2009.
No entries may be accepted, changed, altered or withdrawn after the closing date except as
outlined under “Entries & Closing”.

If you don’t have a TOURNAMENT team or pair, draw entries are accepted, and the
secretary will make every effort to place your dog but cannot guarantee it.
Express Mail entries must include a signature waiver.
The Organizing Committee of an event may refuse the entry of any competitor or dog for just cause
should the committee views that participation by competitor or dog would be prejudicial to the sport.
However, any committee so doing must notify the competitor in writing (with a copy to the USDAA
office) in anticipation of or upon receipt of entry. The notice must include the reason for refusing the
entry and a brief explanation of the basis for their decision. The burden of responsibility for
appropriateness of such action rests solely with the host group and it’s Organizing Committee.

Class Descriptions

Two certification programs will be offered at this event — Championship &
Performance. Competitors may enter both Championship and Performance Program
classes for which they are eligible; however, under NO circumstance may a dog be
entered in the same Championship and Performance class at this agility test. Classes
include standard agility, gamblers, jumpers, pairs relay and snooker agility as set
forthin Chapters 3 — 7 of USDAA Rules and Regulations, each of which are
conducted at three competitive levels.

CHAMPIONSHIP PROGRAM CLASSES

The Starters Standard classes shall be for dogs that have not earned the Agility
Dog® title or a Starters Standard title. Starters non-standard classes shall be for
dogsthat have not earned atitle in the class being entered (Starters Gamblers,
Starters Jumpers, Starters Relay-3 different partners required-or Starters Snooker) or
a qualifying score in the equivalent non-standard class at the Advanced or Masters
level. When offered separately as Starters and Novice classes, the Starters level
classes are for dogs handled by a person who has not previously earned the Agility
Dog title or atitle in the Performance or Veterans Program with any dog. Three
qualifying scoresin the standard class from two different judges along with one
qualifying score in each of the nonstandard classesis required to earn the Agility Dog
title.

The Advanced Standard classes shall be for dogs that have earned the Agility Dog®
title or a Starters Standard title. Advanced non-standar d classes shall be for dogs
that have earned the Agility Dog® title or that have earned attitle in the equivalent
non-standard class at the Starterslevel, but have not earned the equivalent Advanced
non-standard title or a qualifying score in the equivalent non-standard class at the
Masters level. Three qualifying scores in the standard class from two different judges
along with one qualifying score in each of the nonstandard classesis required to earn
the Advanced Agility Dog title.

The M aster s Standar d classes shall be for dogs that have earned the Advanced
Agility Dog® title or the Advanced Standard title. Master s non-standard classes
shall be for dogs that have earned the Advanced Agility Dog® title, the equivalent
non-standard title at the Advanced level, or that had previoudy qualified for entry
into the equivalent Masters non-standard class prior to January 1, 2004.

PERFORMANCE PROGRAM CLASSES

Generally, Performance Level |, Level 1l and Leve 11 are run on courses used for
Starters, Advanced and Masters classes in the Championship Program, with the
following exceptions. the A-frame is set at 5°6”, jump heights are one height class
lower as set forth in Notes to Competitors, no spread hurdles are utilized and time
standards in the standard, jumpers classes are extended by 3 seconds beyond that
utilized in the Championship Program and the pairsrelay classis non-qualifying.
Eligibility is determined as follows:

The Performance | Standard classes shall be for any dog that has not earned the
Performance Dog I*" title, the Performance Standard | title, or a qualifying scorein
the Performance |1 or Performance |11 standard classes.

Performance | non-standard classes shall be for any dog that has not earned atitle
in the class being entered (Performance | Gamblers, Performance | Jumpers, or
Performance | Snooker) or a qualifying score in the equivalent non-standard class at
the Performance 11 or Performance |11 level. Three qualifying scoresin the standard
class from two different judges along with one qualifying score in each of the non-
standard classesis required to earn the Performance Dog IV title.

The Performance || Standard classes shall be for any dog that has earned the
Performance Dog IV title, the Performance Standard | title, the Agility Dog® title or
the Veteran Agility Dog™ title, but has not earned the Performance Dog |13V title or
Performance Standard 11 title, or a qualifying score in the Performance |11 standard
class. Performance |l non-standard classes shall be for dogs having earned the
Performance Dog I°V title, the Agility Dog® title or atitle in the equivalent Starters or
Performance | non-standard class, but not having earned atitle in the equivalent non-
standard Performance Il class or a qualifying score in the equivalent non-standard
Performance Ill class. Three qualifying scores in the standard class from two
different judges along with one qualifying score in each of the nonstandard classesis
required to earn the Performance Dog |15V title.

The Performance |11 Standard classes shall be for any dog that has earned the
Performance Dog |1V title, the Performance Standard 11 title, the Advanced Agility
Dog™ title, or the Veteran Advanced Agility Dog™ title. Performancelll non-
standard classes shall be for dogs having earned the Performance Dog I1*" title, the
Advanced Agility Dog® title, the equivalent non-standard title at the Advanced or
Performance Il level, or that had previously qualified for entry into the equivalent
Performance non-standard class prior to January 1, 2004.

Non-standard Class Descriptions: All classes scored pursuant to Chapters6 & 7.
Gamblers Class. This class consists of a course with no pre-determined route and
each obstacle is assigned a point value. In the “opening period” the handler seeks to
accumulate points by performing obstacles of his’her choice in the time alotted. At
the conclusion of the “opening”, the handler attempts the “gamble”, a sequence
designed by the judge to be handled from a distance, for additional points.

Jumpers Class: This class consists of a course of jumps and may include atire and
tunnels.

Snooker Class: This class has an “opening” sequence of point collection similar to the
Gamblers followed by a closing sequence of a set pattern. It roughly parallelsthe
billiards game of “snooker”, requiring the dog to successfully complete a “red” jump
prior to attempting an obstacle designated as any other color.

Pairs Relay: This class consists of a standard course with one dog and handler
running a portion of the course, followed by a baton exchange to a second handler and
dog who run the second portion of the course. Partners must be in the same level and
in the same height division, mini (Ch 12/16, Perf 8/12) or open (Ch 22/26, Perf 16/22).
Eligibility in Performance is determined by either the highest Versatility or Relay title
earned. Crossing from Championship to Performance is the same as for other classes.
A handler may opt to enter Level 1 provided a qualifying score in a higher level
Performance relay class has not been earned. In the event one dog is entered in a
progranvlevel, un-entered dogs or dogs from another program/level may NOT be
recruited to form aqualifying pair.




Tournament qualification for 2010 has not been finalized; final regulations will be available at the
event. The following description from the 2009 rulesis provided for information purposes only.

DOGAGILITY MASTERSe TEAM QUALIFIER

Description: Thistournament series is open to al competitors with any dog, regardless of
competition level (i.e., starters, advanced and masters). A team may be comprised of handlers
with dogs from any two height classes (e.g., 12”/26”, 167/26”, 22”/22”, etc). Each individual
on athree-dog/three-handler team competesin four classes of competition — standard agility,
snooker, jumpers and gamblers choice. Top teams as set forth herein compete in afifth and
final class— the three-dog team relay to establish placements for prizes and awards.

Each of the five classes will be conducted pursuant to USDAA Rules & Regulations, except
that select performance requirements are subject to judge’s discretion. The following
differences are specifically noted:

e  The performance requirements of the standard agility and relay classes as specified
in Chapters 3 & 6 shall exclude the table (other than as afinish or relay exchange
point) and may omit one contact obstacle in the course design at judge’s discretion.
When thetableis used as afinish or relay exchange point, no position or time
reguirement shall be imposed.

e  The performance requirements of the snooker, gamblers and jumpers classes shall
generally follow the requirements of Chapter 6 of USDAA Rules & Regulations,
except that:

The jumpers class shall include weave poles and may omit one or more spread hurdles.
The gamblers class may include or omit rules normally applied for point assignments,
time allocations and joker requirements.

The snooker class course configuration and course components may be at the judge’s
discretion.

The foregoing variances are subject to the review and approval of the tournament course
reviewer and other provisions set forth herein.

Scoring: Masters scoring rules shall apply for the determination of faultsin al classes. Time-
plus-faults scoring method shall be utilized in the standard, jumpers and team relay classes
(i.e., no standard course time is employed), with the following specia values assigned for
infractions:

* Each Refusal 2 fault points

* Threerefusals per dog or wrong course 1/3 of the Class Point Value.

* Omission of ateam member in relay (see special rules) 200 fault points

The resulting scores on atime-plus-faults basis shall be deducted from the standard point-basis
for each class as set forth under “Special Rules” to calculate points earned by each team in a
given class. In no case shall the team score for a single class be less than zero. These points
shall be added to points earned in the gamblers and snooker classes, after adjustment as set
forth below, to determine each team’s final score. Team ranking and placements shall be on
the basis of cumulative scores through the five classes of competition.

Qualification: A qualifying score shall be awarded to competitors who competein all five
classes and whose team scores are within 25% of the average of the total points earned by the
top three teams after the fifth and final class. In the event fewer than five (5) teams are
entered, the minimum qualifying score will be calculated using the top score after all 5 classes.

PERFORMANCE VERSATILITY PAIRS™

Description: This tournament seriesis open to all competitors with any dog, regardless of
competition level (i.e., starters, advanced and masters). A Pair or “team” may be comprised of
dogs from any two height classes (e.g., 87/12, 16”/16”, 8°/22”, 167/22”,22”/22”, etc). Each
individual on ateam competes in four classes of competition — standard, snooker, jumpers and
gamblers choice. Top teams as set forth herein compete in afifth and final class— the pairs
relay, to establish placements for prizes and awards.

Each of the five classes will be conducted pursuant to USDAA Rules & Regulations, except
that select performance requirements are subject to judge’s discretion. The same variations for
the tournament classes applies to PVP as apply to Team.

Scoring: Masters scoring rules shall apply for the determination of faultsin all classes. Time-
plus-faults scoring method shall be utilized in the standard, jumpers and relay classes (i.e., no
standard course time is employed), with the following specia values assigned for infractions:

Each Refusd 2 fault points
Three refusals per dog or wrong course 1/2 of the Class Point Vaue.
Omission of ateam member in relay (see special rules) 200 fault points

The resulting scores on atime-plus-faults basis shall be deducted from the standard point-basis
for each class as set forth under “Special Rules” in order to calculate points earned by each pair
inagiven class. In no case shall the score for asingle class be less than zero. These points
shall be added to points earned in the gamblers and snooker classes, after adjustment as set
forth below, to determine each pair’s final score. Pair ranking and placements shall be on
the basis of cumulative scores through the five classes of competition.

Qualification: A qualifying score shall be awarded to competitors who competein all five
classes and whose team scores are in within 25% of the average of the total points earned by
the top three teams after the fifth and final class. In the event fewer than three (3) pairs are
entered, the minimum qualifying score will be determined using the top score after al 5
classes.

All competitors entered in apair or team at the World Championships must be
qualified through alocal or regional qualifying event. Where a competitor has
qualifying scores in both Championship and Performance Program tournaments, a competitor
is eligible to enter the Performance Program tournaments at aregional, national, and/or world
championship event only if the collective number of qualifications in the Performance Program
tournaments for the season are greater in number than the number earned in Championship
Program tournaments as of the closing date of the event to be entered.

Draw entries will be accepted for team & pairs. However, the secretary cannot guarantee that
your dog will be placed on ateam/pair. Competitors not placed on ateam/pair after all
teamg/pairs have checked in but before the start of the first tournament class, will be eligible
for arefund unless they wish to run as an individual in each class (except relay) for top ten
points.

DOGS IN TEAM/PVP WHO MEASURE UP:

Handlers of dogs entered in Team/PV P who measure up must notify the secretary at check-in.
If the higher jump height makes the dog inligible for the team, the secretary will make every
effort to form complete teams from available dogs. If the dog is unprepared to jump the higher
height, it may run FEO, but the team/pair may not qualify. Partners may run for Tournament
Top Ten Points and Lifetime Achievement Qsin the individual classes.
