Running order will be sent with final confirmation. 
 

Warm-Ups: A warm-up area shall be provided for all exhibitors. 
 

Obstacle Familiarization: Familiarization will be provided for all levels on Saturday 
and dogs on Sunday who were not there on Saturday. Obstacle familiarization 
begins at 8:00 a.m. both days. 
 

Awards 
Ribbons will be awarded for 1

st
 through 3

rd
 in each jump height of each class. 

Qualifying ribbons will be awarded to all dogs receiving a qualifying score. Dogs may 
receive placement ribbons without qualifying. 
 

Fast track dogs will only get qualifying ribbons at the Beginners/Games I and 
Intermediate/Games II levels. One High in Trial will be offered each day to one 
dog/handler team that competes in all classes per day. HIT to be determined by 
highest score, then fastest time if score is tied. 
 

TDAA Registration Information 
Dogs MUST be registered with TDAA in order to be eligible to participate in this 
event.

§ The safety of the dogs is our primary concern. By entering this trial, exhibitors 
acknowledge that they are familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport, 
and that their dogs are familiar with and able to perform all obstacles safely. 

 

§ It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior 
of their dog(s) and/or children. Any exhibitor whose dog(s) and/or children 
create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive 
behavior may, at the discretion of the show committee, be asked to leave the 
show site. In such case, no refund of any fees paid will be made. 

 

§ All dogs must be on leash or crated at all times except when in the ring or when 
in designated areas, e.g., the warm-up area and the designated off leash area. 

 

§ Obstacles shall meet the specifications for obstacles in the current edition of 
the Regulations for Agility Trials. 

 

§ Food and toys are not permitted in the course area and handlers are not 
allowed to use whistles or other instruments or devices. 

 

§ Exhibitors are responsible for being at the ring gate when it is their turn to run. 
 

§ Exhibitors may wear shirts or insignia of their training group if they wish. 
 

§ Exhibitors who do not clean up after their dog will be subject to dismissal with 
no refund of their entry fees. 

 

§ !ǘ ǘƘŜ ƘŀƴŘƭŜǊΩǎ option, the dog may wear a flat (buckle or quick release) collar 
with or without tags or wear adornments, clothing, ties or other attachments.

§ All pre-entries must be RECEIVED by 6:00 p.m., February 3, 2010. To be accepted, 
entries must be complete, signed (by parent or legal guardian if handler is a minor), 
received by the closing date, and accompanied by the correct fees made payable to  
Cool Critters. You must file a separate entry form for each dog entered (i.e., only one 
dog per form). 

 

§ Entries will not be accepted without fees. No entries will be accepted which require a 
signature for delivery. All entries must be submitted on an official TDAA Agility Entry 
Form, one dog per entry form. 

 

§ Photocopied entries without the TDAA Agreement are NOT acceptable. Unsigned, 
incomplete or illegible entries are NOT acceptable and cannot be entered in the trial. 
Faxed entries and/or credit cards cannot be accepted. 

 

§ All fees must be paid in U.S. funds. In the event of withdrawal from the event, checks 
will NOT be returned. All unused checks will be destroyed. 

 

§ Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee. 
 

§ The Trial Secretary will add a $25.00 service charge for any returned checks. Subsequent 
returned checks from the same exhibitor may result in their being put on a CASH ONLY 
basis. 

 

§ Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused, 
or barred from competition by action of the Trial Committee. 

 

§ No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot be opened or completed by reason of 
riots, civil disturbance, fire, an act of God, public emergency, act of public enemy, or any 
other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee. 

 

§ Bitches in season are not permitted in the trial. The club will refund all but $5.00 per run 
of the entry fee for bitches unable to compete for that reason. The Trial Secretary must 
receive written notification from a Veterinarian of such claim for refund by letter (not 
email) before February 3, 2010. 

 

§ A copy of your TDAA height card must accompany your entry form or be presented at 
check-in. If you do not have a TDAA height card, your dog must be measured. 

Class Information 
 

Standard Class 
 

Beginning Agility: All dogs shall be eligible for participation in this class. There shall 
be no grandfathering of titles from other organizations. 
 

Intermediate Agility: Only dogs that have earned the Teacup Beginning Agile Dog 
(TBAD) shall be eligible for participation in this class. 
 

Superior Agility: Only dogs that have earned the Teacup Intermediate Agile Dog 
(TIAD) shall be eligible for participation in this class. Dogs who have earned the 
Teacup Superior Agile Dog (TSAD) are also eligible for this class. 
 

Games Class 
 

Games I: All dogs shall be eligible for participation in this class. There shall be no 
grandfathering of titles from other organizations. 
 

Games II: Only dogs that have earned the Games I (TGI) shall be eligible for 
participation in this class. 
 

Games III: Only dogs that have earned the Games II (TG2) or Games III (TG3) shall 
be eligible for participation in this class. 
 

FEO (FOR EXHIBITION ONLY). TDAA now offers FEO runs. They are open to any 
TDAA registered dog in any class. These are offered at the option of the local/host 
club. FEO dogs will run last at their jump heights. They may run on lead. FEO runs 
do not count toward TDAA titles. No treats or food allowed. FEO will have a 
maximum time of 1.5 times the SCT. FEO participants cannot repeat any obstacles; 
no training is permitted in the ring. 
 

Height Divisions 
Owners are responsible for entering the proper height division. Judges reserve the

Special provisions are made for dogs that are long-backed, have a weight-to-height 
exemption, or who have dwarfish legs (see rules at www.k9tdaa.com for a 
complete description of height exemptions). A jump height exemption (next lower 
height) will also be granted to veteran dogs (dogs of at least 7 years of age). 



Games Classes 
 

The following are some brief descriptions of the games offered at this trial. We 
encourage you to enter the games classes even if they seem unfamiliar to you ς  
we are sure that you will have lots of fun! 
 

Judgeôs briefing on day of trial supersedes these summaries. The judge will 
provide a thorough briefing to exhibitors and hard copies of the complete rules and 
qualifying requirements will be available. Example briefings are ŀǾŀƛƭŀōƭŜ ƻƴ ¢5!!Ωǎ 
Web site at http://www.k9tdaa.com/. 
 

Jumpers CDS 
CDS stands for Call, Direct, and Send. In this game, the team negotiates a numbered 
course. The course contains three distance challenges that the team may attempt: a call 
over obstacles, a direct to obstacles, and a send over obstacles to the finish. All of these 
challenges are performed with the handler behind a containment line. 
 

The Box Game 
Like a typical Jumpers course, the dog is required to perform the course in the order and 
discretion specified by the judge. Once the dog clears jump #1, the handler must stay 
within a containment area specified by the judge until the dog completes the course. 
 

Near and Far 
The objective of this game is to negotiate a course as numbered. At two specific sections 
on the course the dog will go ahead to perform obstacles (the far section) while the 
handler stays behind a specific line. Crossing the containment line will result in a fault. 
At the beginner level, one crossing of the line will is permitted. At the intermediate and 
superior level, crossing of the line will result in a non qualifying score. 
 

Steeplechase

Either the weaves or the A-Frame must be performed twice. The course is flowing and 
designed to encourage maximize speed from the dog and handler. Steeplechase is 
scored time plus faults with the lowest score winning. Weave poles may be required for 
Games I classes. 
 

Tunnel Snooker **Bonus Game (see note below)** 
This is a ŘƻƎΩǎ ŎƘƻƛŎŜ ƎŀƳŜ ŎƻƴǎƛǎǘƛƴƎ ƻŦ ǘǿƻ ǇŀǊǘǎ ŀǎ ƛƴ traditional snooker, but using 
tunnels instead of red jumps. In the opening, the dog and handler will execute a tunnel 
and numbered obstacle, tunnel and numbered obstacle, then tunnel and numbered 
obstacle. The closing consists of completing the numbered obstacles in sequence. 
 

Note: Tunnel Snooker is offered as a bonus round. If you purchase the weekend package 
during the pre-entry period, your dog will automatically be eligible to enter the Saturday 
bonus games class FREE! Those wishing to enter the bonus games class who do not 
purchase the weekend package or do not submit entries during the pre-entry period 
should include an additional $12 or pay the appropriate fee on the day of trial.

next level of TDAA competition with a qualifying score. It is possible to move up 
from Beginners to Superior on the same day, if the dog qualifies first in Beginners, 
and then qualifies again in Intermediate. It is also possible to move up from Games I 
to Games III on the same day, if the dog qualifies first in Games I and then qualifies 
again in Games II, or if a dog scores enough points in Games I to qualify for Games 
III. 
 

A qualifying score in the lower class is required to move up to the next higher class. 
You must submit a copy of title certificates for each dog. Fast tracked dogs are not 
eligible for placement or title ribbons in the lower levels, but are eligible to receive 
Q ribbons.
